U.S. Rep. Robert W. Goodlatte (D-Roanoke), along with other elected officials, will join representatives from the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) and Lynchburg Regional Airport on Monday, November 8, in dedicating the airport’s new terminal surveillance radar system.       

The installation of this new radar is an example of FAA’s continuing efforts to upgrade and modernize the nation’s air traffic control system.  The ASR-9 (Airport Surveillance Radar) system not only will provide radar coverage for Lynchburg, but also improve coverage for the FAA’s Terminal Radar Approach Control  (TRACON) at Roanoke Regional Airport. Air traffic controllers at Lynchburg will now have an important tool to “see” aircraft during all kinds of weather conditions during day and night operations. 

The ASR-9 radar provides accurate aircraft positional information within 60 nautical miles of an airport and up to an altitude of 10,000 feet. In use since August, the ASR-9 consists of a radar component and a remote transmitter installed on a 77-foot steel tower on Candler Mountain. A radar monitor called a D-BRITE has been installed in the Lynchburg air traffic control tower to provide controllers with the aircraft positional information.
