BACKGROUND: The Federal Aviation Administration and Raytheon Company have teamed up for a high-tech road trip as they demonstrate the latest air traffic technology in a unique traveling STARS van. STARS (Standard Terminal Automation Replacement System) is a key component in the modernization of the national airspace system.  The FAA will use STARS technology to replace air traffic control computers and displays at more than 170 airport tower and approach facilities nationwide beginning in 2002. The 28-foot-long, 14,000-pound STARS van includes a stand-alone console and two 20”x 20” air traffic radar displays that are exact replicas of what controllers will be using in live traffic. The van is crossing the country this summer to give controllers, technicians and local airport officials a preview of what STARS can do for air traffic control and the flying public.
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
