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AUTOMATED RADAR TERMINAL SYSTEM (ARTS) IIIA FEATURES
· Contains a circular monochrome plan-view display for radar tracks and other Air Traffic Control information

· Increasing operational costs due to end-of-life components and decreasing reliability

· Not capable of displaying real-time weather intensity as recommended by the National Transportation Safety Board (NTSB)

· Viewed as a limiting factor to ATC efficiency by the operators, and planned by airlines and other air traffic user groups as limiting the growth and operational efficiency of the National Airspace System (NAS)

STANDARD TERMINAL AUTOMATION REPLACEMENT SYSTEM (STARS) EARLY DISPLAY CONFIGURATION (EDC) FEATURES

· Contains a 20” by 20” high-resolution color monitor to display radar tracks, improved real-time weather, and other ATC information

· Each ATC position is designed to support any single position or combination of positions needed for operational flexibility

· Designed with human factors inputs to best integrate improved controller displays, improved weather displays, and recommended improvements in the computer-human interface

· Capable of displaying real-time weather intensity as recommended by the NTSB

· Designed to allow for increased efficiency, and supported by operators as a platform that will address traffic growth and enhance the operational efficiency of the NAS

· Built-in redundancy to protect against outages

· Reduces training time because functions and controls are similar to the old system

· Centralized STARS M&C function to monitor all ATC position and backroom equipment

· Includes many commercial-off-the-shelf products, and is designed to allow technology refresh with little to no development
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
